LEAGUE DRAW FOR FIRST ROUND 2021

The League has suggested a virtual gala, at least for the first round should things remain as they are with regard to social mixing.  A copy of the proposed rules is attached.  

It has been suggested that as there was no competition in 2020 that the lane draw at the 2019 AGM be left in place and used for the first round in 2021 should we be allowed to swim it..  See attached.

Feedback from members re Virtual Galas
Dave M (PBSS) – No training currently, likely not due to start until April, probability that not a lot of clubs will want to join in.

Stuart (Boldmere) – Need to look & see when we come out of the lockdown, possibility that we have a couple of months swimming 1st. Best to leave dates until we know

Rachel (Exec) – Agreed we will see what happens with lockdown and take it month by month

Kim (Stratford) – Will all clubs be contacted as all may be in different situations dependant on pool operators/pool openings, number of swimmers returning/lost etc

Hayley (exec) – Agreed we will take into account the situation of all clubs once we have pool opening dates and discussed each clubs situation individually.

Suggestion that it starts 6 weeks after swimmers back in water

Adam (Coventry) – Youngsters only do 25/50m trs – might not get performances so might not need that long (6 weeks), they need the competition

John (Tamworth) – don’t know which swimmers will be coming back – chance that some will not return.

ASA returns discussed as there was rumours that they might be delayed until March but the regional forum has advise that there is no change planned for returns date.

Mark (Worcs) – haven’t taken any new swimmers since last Feb, will be lucky to be able to field a team

Burntwood – the same as Worcester. Currently they have only got committee members registered as members.

Stuart (Boldmere) – Arena suggested Jnr league will have 3 agre grous, combined 9/10 age group

Rugby – Could the oldest age group that missed out completing last year take part in virtual galas.
Suggestion of age groups for virtual galas: 9/10, 11,12,13 with age as at 31st Dec.

Susanna (exec, Leamington) disagree 9 year olds should be again day, queried by Staurt T, Dave M advised this is SE policy.

Sue W (Hinckley) – advised Level X is agae as t 31st Dec.

Stuart (Boldmere) – surely we can run virtual galas as we see fit?

Dave M – No as we would be contravening SE regulations

Rachel – will speak to SE

John P – Shouldn’t we just follow level X guidance – then we are not stepping on anyones toes

Essentially a time trial on own club then all times for all clubs collated.

Gary (Wolverhampton) – shouldn’t we run them all virtual rather than move to pool.

Alex (kingsbury) – how would the positions be affected if we moved from virtual to the pool ?

For next year there would be no changes to divisions -the virtual galas will not affect current divisions there will be no movement up or down between divisions, they are purely to give the swimmers some competitions
